
This program invites UF students from all disciplines to explore disability 
access in London and the role of technology in creating inclusive urban 
environments. In partnership with the UF Disability Resource Center 
(DRC), the Herbert Wertheim College of Engineering (HWCOE), and the 
University of East London (UEL), students will examine how technology, 
policy, and advocacy intersect to improve access for people with 
disabilities. The program features site visits to advocacy organizations 
and companies pioneering smart city solutions—such as urban planning, 
public transit, and autonomous vehicles—and includes a collaborative 
hackathon hosted at UEL. Through this experience, students will gain 
practical insight into the challenges and opportunities of advancing 
accessibility in a global city like London.
